Photo finish was called into the Girls under 15 Hurdles race with both athletes achieving the same time, result split by 1, 1000 of a second, Anabelle Morris Blackrock awarded the silver medal. High Jump under 16 was a very exciting event with Amy Mc Teggart Boyne securing the gold medal, Aaron Hanlon Dunleer raised his arms in jubilation when he crossed the finish line first in Boys under 17 3000m.Niamh Tenanty Ardee & District ran a wonderful heat to secure a prime lane in the final, justifying that position she ran on to secure gold in 60m Girls under 12. Gina Akpe Moses lead from start to finish in both her heat and final and was a clear winner in girls under 13, 80 m sprint. Kate O Connor ran an impressive 600m race challenging all the way to the finish line securing a silver podium position.
2 podium positions in girls under 12 Ball Throw Emma Cheshire Dunleer, and Kate O Connor St Gerard’s securing Silver and Bronze. Liam Connaughton Dunleer in same age group secured a Gold medal in boys Ball Throw. Following on through the throws events Chloe Finlay Glenmore Girls under 14 was an impressive silver medallist in Shot Putt, with fellow club mate Kevin Murray achieving silver in Boys under 19 Javelin event. A second medal of the weekend went to Niamh Tenanty in Shot Putt under 12.
Medal Record at High Jumping in the county has been very good over the years, as well as the Gold Medal secured by Amy Mc Teggart, Emmet Hughes Glenmore jumped well to achieve Bronze in Boys under 14, and to finish off Gina Akpe Moses Bronze in Girls under 13. 

While these are the athletes who medalled, all who competed where fantastic with top 6 positions secured by many. 

Altogether a really great championship for all the young athletes in County Louth, while it is hard to imagine that we could do better, there is the one further day on 23rd July with the relay day on 24th July in Tullamore. We wish all the clubs success for the next round and congratulation all on their success to date.
